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CONCORD — With an applica-
tion deadline fast approaching, 

roughly one in three New Hamp-
shire cities and towns still has not 
asked for federal money available 
under the federal American Res-
cue Plan.

Gov. Chris Sununu said com-
munities that don’t complete 
their paperwork by Aug. 18 will 
lose out on these grants, not only 
in the coming year, but the next 
one as well.

At stake is more than $20 mil-
lion available to 74 New Hamp-
shire communities over the next 
two years from the massive $1.9 
trillion COVID relief bill that Pres-
ident Joe Biden signed in March.

The measure, for the first time 
since the pandemic began, of-
fered grants directly to smaller 
cities.

That had been a priority for 

Sens. Jeanne Shaheen and Maggie 
Hassan, D-N.H., who were criti-
cal that past relief laws only went 
directly to cities with more than 
500,000 people.

Under the American Rescue 
Plan, grant cash goes straight from 
Washington to the cities of Man-
chester, Nashua, Portsmouth, 
Rochester and Dover.

The other 229 cities and towns 

in the state must apply for their 
grants through the Governor’s Of-
fice for Emergency Relief and Re-
covery (GOFERR).

Each grant is based on popula-
tion.

Only one community in the 
state, the North Country town of 
Dummer (pop. 283), has declined

HIS STORY TAKES 
PLACE in Weare, 
New Hampshire, 
and it starts with a

“People don’t like him,”

With plans calling for Manches-
ter students to start the year in 
classrooms on Sept. 2, Manchester 
school officials are monitoring ris-
ing COVID cases and the delta vari-
ant as they meet Monday.

“The surge in COVID-19 cases 
related to the delta 
variant has impact-
ed our planning for 
our return to school 
next month,” officials 
wrote in an email to 
parents late last week. 
“At this time, howev-
er, it is our intention 
to have all students 
attend classes in per-
son. That in-person 
instruction is crucial 
to helping students 
recover from both the learning and 
social-emotional impact of this pan-
demic.”

The New Hampshire Depart-
ment of Health and Human Services 
(DHHS) is expected to release rec-
ommendations in the coming days 
that could affect the return to school 
for districts across the state.

“Because the situation is con-
tinuing to shift, we must all remain 
flexible and patient,” Manchester of-
ficials said in a statement. “We will 
continue to do all we can to keep 
everyone safe while making sure we 
are meeting the needs of our stu-
dents.”

The plan outlines four color-
coded phases of operation — blue, 
green, yellow and red.

The four color-coded phases are 
based on DHHS Dashboard data 
on new case rates and test positiv-
ity. Blue represents no detectable 
or minimal community transmis-
sion; green is moderate commu-
nity transmission. Yellow represents 
substantial, controlled community 
transmission. Red is substantial, un-
controlled transmission, following a 
state of emergency being declared.

Blue and green phases call for 
in-person instruction, with remote 
learning unavailable. Use of masks is 
optional when seated in classrooms 
in both phases, but required when 
moving about at school.

The yellow phase also features in-
person instruction, contingent on

Seizing on the popularity of
